This edition leads with informa-
tion on a Senate setback to our convention mandate
to support legislation to extend dependent coverage
until age 26.

Senate Sidetracks Expedited Dependent
Coverage Extension On June 9, an amendment
offered by Sen. Benjamin Cardin, D-MD, that
would have expedited the coverage to dependent

because it failed to receive the 60 votes needed to
clear a procedural obstacle. Cardin offered the
amendment to H.R. 4213, must-pass legislation
which would extend expiring tax provisions and
prevent a scheduled reduction in Medicare reim-
bursement to physicians.

The new health care law enacted in March re-
quires insurers to extend coverage to dependent
children up to age 26 by September 2010, but the
law authorizing the FEHBP does not allow the de-
pendent children of federal workers and annuitants
to receive the same c
new contract year starts in January 2011. The Car-
din amendment seeks to eliminate this inequity be-
tween FEHBP enrollees and private sector insurers.
The vote needed to clear the procedural hurdle re-
quired a 3/5 super majority. Senators mostly voted
along party lines. The final tally was 57-42. A vote
